• Learning about the terms and conditions of the practicum. 

• Learning about how the company is organized. 

 

Observation of and Participation in Occupational Activities 

• Observing the work context: organizational structure, legal structure, organization of 

work, field of activity, work environment, tools, working conditions, interpersonal 

relationships, health and safety, etc. 

• Observing, performing or participating in a variety of occupational tasks. 

• Producing a brief report of your observations about the workplace and the tasks 

carried out. 

 

Comparison of Their Initial Views of the Workplace with Their 

Practicum Experience 

• Identifying aspects of the occupation that differ from the training they have received. 

• Discussing the accuracy of their perception of the occupation before and after the 

practicum: work environment, occupational practices. 

• Discussing the impact of their experience on their future career choice: aptitudes, 

preferences, expectations.
